make outer chine joint and sheath while hull is upside down
sheathing glass shown dotted green
chine glassing solid red lines

fill, sand, fair using epoxy filler and high build paint as required
This is easiest to do before turning over

NOTE: as bow is fine, making inner glass joint is difficult
So add extra 2 layers glass on outside in bow area to avoid needing to glass very bow
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
